Father, 

 We heard in the Gospel, that the only sin that cannot be forgiven is the sin against 

the Holy Spirit.  What is the only unforgiveable sin? 

 

“Sin,” Fulton Sheen wrote, “is not the worst thing in the world.  The worst thing in the world 

is the denial of sin.  If I am blind and deny that there is any such thing as light, shall I ever 

see?  If I am deaf and deny that there is any such thing as harmony, will I ever hear?  If I deny 

that there is any such thing as sin, how shall I ever be forgiven?  The denial of sin is the un-

forgivable sin, for it makes redemption impossible.”  What is the only sin that is unforgivea-

ble?  We read in the Gospel of Matthew that the only unforgivable sin is the sin against the 

Holy Spirit.  How do we sin against the Holy Spirit?  We cannot be forgiven unless we con-

fess all our mortal sins.  If you are not sorry for your sins, if you refuse to turn from your sin-

ful ways, God cannot forgive you because you will not let Him forgive.  You cannot say, 

“God, I am tired of these sins, but this one I am not finished with, I think I will keep this one.”  

Unless, you abandon all you sinful ways, then you really are not sorry.  It is as if your mother 

made your favorite cookies.  You have one in your mouth and one in your hand.  You say to 

your mother, “Mom these are really good cookies, what’s in them?”  And your mother re-

sponds, “I only put a teaspoon of rat poison in them.”  Would you eat the second cookie?  In 

the same way, we have to change all of our sinful behaviors if we want to be forgiven.
